What is the Adopt-A-Student
Scholarship program?

This program is designed to connect
people interested in supporting quality
Christian education with students that
received financial aid through tuition
scholarships. Donations assist Grace
Christian Academy in keeping its tuition
rates affordable. This allows the school
to offer tuition assistance scholarships
to worthy students and their families.

How does the program work?

Needy families apply for tuition assis-
tance upon enrollment. Considerations
such as income, family size and finan-
cial status are examined and families
are chosen for the program.

For every $10 of financial aid received,
families in the program agree to donate
1 hour of time towards the school, up to
a maximum of 75 hours. Worthy
families receive the needed assistance
to make their tuition payments more af-
fordable. The school receives the help it
needs to keep maintenance and clean-
ing costs low. Donors receive the satis-
faction of knowing that they are helping
to insure quality Christian education.

What if | can’t afford to give every
month? Can | still contribute?

Absolutely! Making a donation to this
program does not obligate you to con-
tribute to the school on a monthly,
weekly or yearly basis. Although we
urge all participants to consider contrib-
uting on a regular basis, we welcome
donations of any amount or frequency.

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Why does your school need to
provide scholarships?

Grace Christian Academy is located in
the Little Village/South Pilsen/Lawndale
area of Chicago. The estimated per
capita income of a resident of this area
of the city is $12,000 per year, making it
one of the poorest sections of the city.
Tuition assistance allows more families
to be able to afford our school.

Is my donation tax deductible?

ABOUT GRACE

Grace Christian Academy is located
and 28th and Karlov in the Little Village/
South Pilsen/ Lawndale area of
Chicago. Founded in 1896, Grace has
been in operation for over 100 years.
Grace is dedicated to sharing Christ
with the children of its neighborhoods.

The school was once in great danger of
being closed. Enrollment was down and
the founding church could no longer
financially support the school. The
church approached the Northern lllinois
District, who agreed to take over
operation of the school for a period of 3
years.

Since then, Grace has become a
registered non-profit service
organization. Although it has no home
congregation for financial support,
Grace is also no longer operated by the
Northern lllinois District. Instead the

school must rely on tuition payments,
fundraising and donations to meet its
budget and continue its mission of
serving the students in our
neighborhoods.

Grace offers Christ-centered education
to children age three through grade
eight. Before and after school care
hours are offered to help working
parents provide a safe, supervised
environment for their children outside of
regular school hours. Religion and
chapel are part of every grade’s
curriculum. In school confirmation
classes are taught to all students in
grades five through eight.
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
